What is Penn State’s Best Dance Crew? 
 
Penn State’s Best Dance Crew (PSBDC) is an 
annual, intra-collegiate dance competition hosted 
by Infusion. PSBDC began in Heritage Hall four 
years ago and has grown in size ever since. 
Many teams have displayed various dance styles, 
such as, Hip-Hop, Bollywood, Tap, Ballet, Jazz, 
and more. PSBDC has given teams the oppor-
tunity to show the Penn State community their 
creativity, passion, and talent. 
 
 

 
What is Infusion? 
 
Infusion is a non-profit intercollegiate 
South Asian dance competition. Infusion 
invited teams within the North American 
Filmi-Fusion circuit to compete at our 
competition for a cash prize and points 
towards eligibility for the national Filmi-
Fusion championships: Bollywood 
America and Legends. After many 
months of hard work and dedication, 
these teams will showcase their talents 
through a  variety of dance styles, in-
cluding Bollywood, Hip-Hop, Bhangra, 
Classical, Raas and more in the pursuit 
of being crowned as one of the most 
entertaining dance teams in the country. 

Last year, Infusion attracted an audience of over 1000 spectators, as well as nine teams from 
across the country, including California, Arizona, and Texas. Having teams from across the nation 
has    allowed Infusion to earn the status of being a national competition. Proceeds exclusively ben-
efit the Penn State IFC/Panhellenic Dance MaraTHON. This year, Infusion will be held in the pres-
tigious Eisenhower Auditorium on Saturday, March 18th, 2017. 
 
What is Filmi-Fusion Dance? 
 
Filmi-Fusion Dance is one of the newest and fastest growing South Asian dance genres in North 
America. Entertaining crowds throughout the continent for the past decade, Filmi-Fusion combines 
two distinct dance styles: Hindi Film Dance (HFD) and Fusion. HFD focuses on traditional           
Bollywood themes, from romantic fairytales, to thrilling suspense, to social movements, expressed 
to popular Bollywood tracks. Fusion, on the other hand, blends a variety of South Asian dance 
styles with various western dance forms such as hip-hop, ballet and lyrical.
